Punter, Russell. Goldilocks and the Three Bears, 2015. When Goldilocks 

stumbles upon an empty cottage with three bowls of porridge laid out for breakfast, she 

sits down to find one that's just right. Little does she know that the porridge belongs to 

three bears who are on their way home. 

De Regniers, Beatrice Schenk. May I Bring A Friend?, 1964. A well-mannered 

little boy has permission to bring his animal friends to visit the king and queen.  

Ernst, Lisa Campbell. Goldilocks Returns, 2000. Fifty years after Goldilocks 

first met the three bears, she returns to fix up their cottage and soothe her guilty 

conscience. 



Galdone, Paul. The Three Bears, 1972. This is a retelling of the classic tale 

with author's clever illustrations. Three bears return from a walk and find a little girl 

asleep in baby bear's bed. 

 

 Guillain, Charlotte. Goldiclucks and the Three Bears, 2013. A simplified 

version of the familiar folktale featuring a hungry little chick who happens upon the house 

of the three bears and helps herself to their belongings. Includes a note on the history of the 

tale. 

 Channing, Margot. Goldilocks and the Three Bears, 2017.  Presents a 

retelling of the story of a tired and hungry girl, lost in the woods, who finds the house of the 

three bears and helps herself to their belongings. 

 Schwartz, Corey Rosen. Goldi Rocks and the Three Bears, 2014. In this 

fractured fairy tale, the Three Bear Band holds tryouts for a lead singer. 



 Brett, Jan. The Mermaid, 2017. Set in the ocean off Japan, this retelling of 

goldilocks and the three bears stars Kiniro, a mermaid, who finds a baby octopus's 

breakfast, chair, and bed just right. 

 Stanley, Diane. Goldie and the three Bears, 2003. In this story, loosely 

based on that of Goldilocks, Goldie, who has yet to find a friend to "love with all her heart," 

makes an unplanned visit to the house of some bears. 

Brooke, Jasmine. Goldilocks and The Three Bears, 2017. In this retelling of 

Goldilocks’s classic conundrums, readers use science, technology, engineering, and math to 

solve problems, such as finding that perfect porridge temperature. 
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
